Secretary’s Report

In the absence of Debbie Alderson, Secretary (who is still in quarantine), Director Dan reported the minutes for the October 2020 meeting had been sent electronically to the members.  There was a correction sent to Debbie by Dan – The amount donated to the Iron Butt participants is $50 per rider, not per Chapter. 
MOTION:   Dave Campbell moved the minutes be accepted as presented.  Harvey Bates seconded the motion and a unanimous vote carried the motion.

Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer Sherry Faughn reported that we had a balance of $3,039.20 on October 2, 2020 with income of $464.00, expenses of $853.50 leaving a balance of $2,649.70 on November 5, 2020.  Balance in Legacy Ride Fund is $1,711.90. Balance in Fallen Riders Scholarship Fund is $2,041.85.
MOTION:  Steve Spayde moved the treasurer’s report be accepted as presented subject to audit.  Jim Rosenberg seconded the motion and a unanimous vote carried the motion.

Safety Officer Report 

Safety Office Dave Neighbors gave a report on winterizing your motorcycle.

Think about where you can store your motorcycle.

1) Take your bike out for one last ride.

2) Tope off your tank with fresh gas before you get home. 

3) Add the suggested amount of fuel stabilizer, start the motorcycle and let the stabilizer cycle through.

4) Change the oil and oil filter. Check and lub the chain, check brake pads.
5) Check the air filter and clean or replace it.

6) Check your brake pads, tires and belt or chain for wear.

7) Take the battery out, top the cells off with distilled water and store it at room temperature in a dry place. Use a battery tender. It takes 15 minutes for a full charge.
8) Check the pressure in both tires to make sure they are filled to the proper level. Move your bike around.

9) Wash your motorcycle really well to scrub all the bugs, dirt and road grime off.

10) Wax the paint and chrome, leaving a think coast of wax on the motorcycle.

11) Put leather protectant on your leather seat and any other leather parts of your bike.

12) Close off any openings with tape or stuff them with some kind of cloth to help keep critters out.
13) Protect your motorcycle with a cover to help keep moisture at bay – do not use plastic as it traps moisture.

14) Liquid cooled, check fluids!!!

Safety Director Dave mentioned the Teddy Bear Ride on December 5. (There is more information given further in these minutes.)

Webmaster’s Report

Committee Reports:

CHRISTMAS PARTY – Director Dan reported that the next meeting will be our annual Christmas Party.  Due to the restraints of the COVID there may not be a meal, but that is to be determined.  There will be a While Elephant gift exchange but to keep it safe, for anyone who wants to participate we will have sanitizer to use before exchanging any gifts.
Fallen Riders Scholarship Committee:  No applications have been received but the money is held over to the next year.  At this time there is $2,041.85 in the Fallen Riders Scholarship Account.

Director Dan presented a copy of the Chapter cookbook.  He showed the book as a 5X8 and an 8.5X11.  He noted that sponsorship will lower the cost of our cookbook.  To print 100 of the cost will be $855.  Sponsorship costs are ¼ - $25; ½ - $50; full page - $100.    
Discussion was held.
MOTION:  Steve Spayde made a motion to donate $100 as a sponsorship in the Cookbook.  Brandon Nagel seconded the motion.  
Steve Spayde retracted his motion and amended it to read:

If recipes are submitted now the cost will go up.  Discussion was held on price of the cookbook and it was decided to wait until the book is final.  
Director Dan read correspondence received by the chapter.

Ride to Hawthorne Cemetery on November 10 has been cancelled.

New Business

Jim Rosenberg announced a Teddy Bear Run on December 5 (Saturday).  This is being held in conjunction with the 40&8.  Meet at Capital Mall, Sears’s parking lot.  Meet 10:30 am with KSU at 11:00 am. There will be a ride around JC and end at the Post with all you can eat chili lunch. Bring a teddy bear to be donated to special needs children.  This will take the place of the Special Needs Party that is held each year for special needs children.  The teddy bears will be taken to the schools. This event is open to the public. Size on the bears should be small to medium. 
Chris Altheuser was not present but sent word he wanted to bring up the subject of road guards.  Director Dan has talked with him.  Discussion was held.  It was agreed we should have a road guard at the beginning and the end of the ride.  It was suggested that road guards could be discussed at each ride.
